
 

 

The technical and professional societies of the Dela-
ware Valley have selected Selçuk Güçeri, PhD as the 
2010 Engineer of the Year.  Dr. Güçeri is the Dean of 
the College of Engineering (CoE) at Drexel Univer-
sity.  He previously served as Department Head of 
Mechanical Engineering at the University of Illinois at 
Chicago (UIC) and on the faculty at the University of 
Delaware.  During the past thirty years, Dr. Güçeri has 
developed innovative models for education, mentor-
ing and outreach that have enhanced the reputation of 
these institutions.  His commitment to teaching was 
recognized with an Excellence in Teaching Award.   

As an accomplished researcher, Dr. G¿­eriõs research 
group has been involved in highly interdisciplinary 
studies with focus on establishing the manufacturing-
performance relations for advanced material forms. 
He developed the laser-assisted manufacturing tech-
nology for thermoplastic composites as well as the 
science base for resin transfer molding process.  He 
and his research group applied for a patent for their 
layered fabrication technology, developed to fabricate 
multifunctional objects with controlled internal archi-
tectures. This process is particularly suitable for fabri-
cation of implantable biocompatible products.   

A native of Turkey and born to parents who are both 
engineers, Dr. G¿­eri received his Bachelorõs and 
Masterõs degrees from the Middle East Technical Uni-

versity in Turkey.  He received his Doctorate 
degree from North Carolina State University. He 
is a Fellow of ASME and is the founding editor 
of two professional journals: Journal of Thermo-
plastic Composite Materials and Journal of Materials 
Processing & Manufacturing Science.  He has served 
as a consultant to many organizations in China, 
Korea and Turkey and as a technical expert for 
the United Nations.  

He has served on numerous national panels, was 
a member of the Advisory Board of the United 
Arab Emirates University and of the accredita-
tion committee to American University of   
Sharjah (UAE). His personal interests include 
classical piano, model airplanes/engines, and 
marine studies.

Local University Students Tour CBS-3 Television Station  

On November 17, Temple and 
Drexel engineering students 
were treated to a special intro-
duction, exciting tour, and 
meeting at the new CBS-3 
Station, the first high-
definition (HD) and first tape-
less HD television station in 
North America. The tour was 
made possible by Rich Paleski, 

a Club member and Director of Broadcast Operations & Engi-
neering CBS-3 / CW-57. Rich pointed out to the students the dif-
ferent technical aspects and explained how they all tie in to make 
the plant work, such as: 

Roof-top satellite discs operations 

Power systems and power conditioning 

Power distribution and redundancy 

HVAC and control systems 

Structural design and soundproofing 

IT and digital video signal distribution 

Station automation and video servers 

Digital video distribution 

Audio and video processing in a modern television station 

Signal acquisition and quality control 

Rich also touched on engineering in the station's workplace, such 
as: 

How proper engineering assists people to be efficient in their 
jobs and solving their problems 

Engineering and maintenance of a quality television signal 

The role that engineering plays in the future of our television 
station 

During the tour, the students had the opportunity to visit the televi-
sion control rooms and watched the systems work together during 
production of the first segment of the 4:00 pm live newscast. They

chors Susan Barnett 
and Chris May, traffic 
broadcaster Bob Kelly and 
weathercasters Kathy Orr 
and Doug Kammerer.
